Teacher Responsibilities            

 

 Provide quality teaching and leadership. 

 Assign homework using grade-level form. 

 Coordinate with other programs to make sure nightly assignments do not exceed time limits. 

 Give corrective feedback. 

 Recognize that students are accountable for every assignment. 

 Check that homework has been completed and homework form has been signed by parent/guardian.
